The maximum duration of restricted accessibility is 10 years. Restricted accessibility shall not be approved unless any of the cases defined in subsection (2) of section 146 of the BME TVSZ applies.

The completed, duly signed and sealed request must be sent to the supervisor in a scanned format. If the request is approved, the Faculty, using its own template, shall enter into an agreement on the restricted accessibility of the bachelor/master thesis with the business partner.
