hereinafter BME GTK,

hereinafter collectively referred to as Parties, under the following terms and conditions:

The ...... (business entity/institution) agrees to provide the following student of the BME GTK: ….. (name) .... (student identification number) .... (study programme) with confidential information about its operations, products, services in order to support the writing of the bachelor thesis/master thesis of said student pursuant to section 1 of the present Agreement. The present Agreement governs the confidential handling of the student’s bachelor thesis/master thesis.
1) The Present Agreement shall be applicable to all information and knowledge referred to in subsection (2) of section 146 of Senate Decision No. X/10./2015-2016. (2016. VII.  11.) on the BME Code of Studies and Exams (hereinafter “BME TVSZ”) (hereinafter collectively referred to as Confidential information). Confidential information shall include without limitation:
(a) strategic, business, technical, financial, legal, human resources, organisational, structural, operational, administrative, marketing and economic information, know-how, client information and any other information designated as “confidential”, “personal” or “classified” as well as any other critical data or other information deemed as classified or confidential that is related to the .... business entity/institution or its business activities and other dealings including any, written or oral, memoranda, reports and assessments prepared by any person, prior to or after the date of the present Information Protection Agreement;

(b) or any part of any reports, studies and other documents, generated in any form, by .... business entity/institution, its representative, employee, agent, director, officer, consultant, subsidiary or affiliated company (hereinafter collectively referred to as Contributor), which includes or refers in any other way to the Confidential information specified in section (1) above or derives from such information except if the same is derived fully from information that constitutes an exception defined in section 6 hereunder.

2. The BME GTK shall handle the student’s bachelor thesis/master thesis in a confidential manner for ... years following the execution of the present information protection agreement and shall protect it from public access during this period in a closed envelope secured by a sealed flap on the premises of the Department of ... therefore such bachelor thesis/master thesis shall only be made available to the public in the university/department library upon the end of the above period. Only the persons authorised to have access to the bachelor thesis/master thesis shall be allowed to open the closed envelope holding the bachelor thesis/master thesis. Each access to the bachelor thesis/master thesis shall be recorded on the envelope, which shall be resealed after each opening. Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties, the present Agreement shall automatically terminate upon the end of the ...-year confidential handling period.

3. The Parties agree that the persons authorised to have access to the student’s bachelor thesis/master thesis
shall be the ones defined in point a), subsection (5) of section 146 of the BME TVSZ.

4. The Parties agree that the confidential information the above persons became aware of in the course of the writing, handling or evaluation of the bachelor thesis/master thesis shall only and exclusively be used by such persons for the purpose of writing, handling or evaluation of the bachelor thesis/master thesis; such persons may not publish or disclose such information to any third party. The BME GTK shall make the persons authorised to have access to the bachelor thesis/master thesis aware of the provisions of the present Agreement.

5. The Parties shall expressly acknowledge the confidential nature and economic value of the data and information disclosed. The Parties shall expressly acknowledge that the mishandling of information or the violation of the present information protection agreement may cause serious loss or damage to the other party and therefore agree to handle the information with utmost attention and care. The Parties expressly agree that the BME GTK shall not be made liable for loss and damage caused exclusively by the student’s misconduct. The liability to be assumed by the student shall be regulated by the employment contract or traineeship agreement signed with the business entity/institution.

6. The terms and conditions set out in section 2 above shall not apply to any portion of the Confidential information that is confirmed
(a) to have become public knowledge through no fault or omission of either Party or their representatives;
(b) to have been rightfully obtained from a third party without breach of the present Agreement;
(c) to have been rightfully in the possession or known to either Party or their representatives as evidenced by written records; or
(d) to be legally required by a law, court ruling or an authority to be disclosed.

7. The Parties shall mutually agree to make all their relevant Contributors aware of and cause such Contributors to comply with the requirements defined in the present Agreement.

8. Unless expressly provided for by the present Agreement, both the Parties and the Contributors agree that they shall not be granted any right or licence, permission in connection with the Confidential information.

10. Neither a failure nor a delay on the part of either Party in exercising any right hereunder shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall a single or partial exercise thereof preclude any further and unrestricted exercise thereof.

11. In case any provision of the present Agreement shall be declared by law or by a court invalid or unenforceable, the Parties agree that the remaining provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect and the Parties shall jointly make every effort to agree on a substitute provision.

12. The present Agreement shall be construed and governed by the laws of Hungary and the rules of the BME TVSZ. Any disputes arising under or in connection with the Agreement shall initially be attempted to be resolved out-of-court, through good faith negotiations between the Parties and if they fail, the Parties agree to submit to the jurisdiction of the competent Hungarian court defined by Act CXXX of 2016 on the Code of Civil Procedure.

We agree with the present Agreement and, upon reading and interpreting it, execute it as the full expression of our respective wills.
